September 19, 2016                   
The meeting of Borough Council was held on September 19, 2016 at the Oxford Borough Hall, 401 Market Street, Oxford, Pennsylvania. The meeting was called to order by Vice President Thompson at 7 p.m.  Mr. Thompson then led Council in the Pledge of Allegiance, followed by a moment of silence.

PROCLAMATIONS

Mayor Henry presented a Proclamation recognizing Domestic Violence Awareness Month. He proclaimed October 2016 as “Domestic Violence Awareness Month” in the Borough of Oxford. He asked all residents to support the efforts of the Domestic Violence Center of Chester County. 
Mayor Henry also presented a Proclamation for National Breast Cancer Awareness Month. He proclaimed the month of October 2016 as “National Breast Cancer Awareness Month” and October 21, 2016 as “National Mammography Day” in the Borough of Oxford.  He called on all residents to wear pink during the month of October.  
SCHEDULED VISITORS 

Steve Krug and Pauline Garcia-Allen – Mr. Krug said in regards to the Transit Center we did some enlarged plans of the bus and transit area for the state Multimodal grant application.  The parking counts for 2012 were 91% commercial and 9% residential. A meeting was held in Harrisburg with DCED with Pauline, Mr. Hoover, Anna, Representative Lawrence and myself. Pauline Garcia- Allen talked about the future grant applications that are coming up and public transit service. 

Ramiro Carbonell, Esquire – Westminster Project Public Funding – Mr. Carbonell was not in attendance. 
AGENDA ADOPTION

Mr. Grace made a motion to adopt the agenda; Mr. Tozzo seconded. Motion carried unanimously. 
PUBLIC COMMENT
Mr. Hoover said typically the first Public Comment period is for agenda items only; there is a comment period later on the agenda that allows the public to comment to the Council on any subject. Mayor Henry suggested that we follow this procedure on the next agenda.  

Ashton Dorety questioned if there would be enough grants to cover the Transit Center.  Pauline Garcia-Allen said she could not answer that yet but they will most definitely try to do everything they can. 

Jim Sumner said as a new Trustee on the Board at Lincoln University he thinks the idea of a bus back and forth would improve community relations.  

BUSINESS CARRIED FORWARD

Adoption/Hearing of Ordinance regarding Licenses, Permits and General Business Regulations - Ms. Fuller reviewed the amended ordinance with Council.  Vice President Thompson opened up the public hearing; there was no discussion from the public. The hearing was closed. There was no discussion from Council.  Mr. Tozzo made a motion to approve the ordinance; Ms. Russell seconded the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.


 

Adoption/Hearing of Ordinance Motor Vehicles and Traffic, Stopping, Standing and Parking - Ms. Fuller reviewed the amended ordinance with Council. Vice President Thompson opened up the public hearing; Mr. Teel discussed truck specifications and thought diagonal parking should be included in the ordinance because longer vehicles are causing problems. Mr. Hoover said this ordinance is not meant to cover the downtown district; it is specifically to stop a problem we have in residential and planned development neighborhoods. The Hearing was closed. There was no discussion by Council.  Ms. Russell made a motion to pass the ordinance; Mr. Tozzo seconded the motion. Motion carried unanimously. 

NEW ITEMS OF BUSINESS

John Walsh Extension Request - Mr. Tozzo made a motion to grant the extension until January 11, 2017; Mr. Matthews seconded the motion. Motion carried unanimously.

Hiring 2 School Crossing Guards – Mr. Thompson said he had two applications for crossing guards. Chief Slauch interviewed both candidates and background checks were completed.   Mr. Tozzo made a motion to hire David Edwards Sr. as a crossing guard; Mr. Matthews seconded the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.  Mr. Grace made a motion to hire Leslie Monk as a crossing guard; Mr. Matthews seconded the motion. Motion carried unanimously. 






PO #20712 Advanced Electronic Security for $2,675.00 – Ms. Russell made a motion to approve PO#20712; Mr. Grace seconded the motion. Motion carried unanimously. This will replace the access control at the police station.


DISCUSSION ITEM
PSAB Fall Conference
- Mr. Thompson put the gavel down and made a motion to authorize himself to attend the PSAB Conference in October with conference fees, lodging and mileage covered by the Borough; Mr. Grace seconded the motion. Mr. Tozzo returned the gavel to Vice President Thompson. Motion carried unanimously. 

Resolution #1 Westminster Place at Ware Presbyterian Village- Ms. Fuller spoke to Council regarding the Senior Housing and Ware Presbyterian Village Low Income residential units. They have met with the Lancaster County Redevelopment Authority (RDA). The RDA is ready to proceed with the bond issuance but under the Urban Redevelopment Law the local government entity must approve the finances.  The Borough is not responsible in anyway and it will not affect your credit. You must ratify by way of the resolutions before you that this is a worthy public project and you approve of the mode of financing. Upon your approval of the two resolutions at your October 10th meeting the financing will then move forward with both projects. There is Westminster Place at Ware Senior Housing and Westminster Place at Ware Presbyterian Village.  There are two different types of financing.  Item carried forward.

Mr. Tozzo made a motion to accept reports as submitted; Mr. Matthews seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.  Ms. Russell wanted to clarify if the Borough office was relocating as mentioned in the Workplace Safety Committee Report.  Mr. Hoover said we have not made any decisions yet.  We do not want to spend a tremendous amount of money on this building until a decision is made.  
PUBLIC COMMENT 
Mr. Dorety will probably not be attending future meetings because he feels it is dangerous to go out anymore.  He asked what they were doing at the District Court. 
Mr. Teel spoke about his parking lot at 54 S. Third Street and the problems going on there. He inquired if the Codes office is aware of the problems.  

He gave Council an update on the OASA meeting he recently attended.  He encouraged everyone to attend the meeting set for September 21st at the OASA.  The cause of the issue is due to no development. They just got a line in up Route 10 and he believes there is a senior development going in up there.  Mr. Thompson asked that the Oxford Area Sewer Authority be added to Discussion Items on the next agenda. Ms. Russell said she has a conflict and can’t attend the meeting on the 28th.  We need four members in attendance.  
Jim Sumner asked if a decision was made about the alley tonight.  The Oxford Presbyterian Church is interested in the decision.  Mr. Hoover said that Chief Slauch and I will be going over and have a conversation with the Pastor and the church to explain what the plans were before anything is done.  Mr. Sumner said that the Pastor told him this morning if the alley needs to be wider the church would consider giving the land needed to the Borough.  They would like the alley to stay open because it is the primary access to their parking lot on that side of the church.  
Mr. Sumner said he is a member of the Historical Commission and they will be having a clock repairman coming on October 17th.  
Donna Hosler –Ms. Hosler said our Revitalization Plan Update does talk about our fair share of low income housing.   We already have our fair share in Oxford and there is a cap.
PRESIDENT’S COMMENTS

Mr. Thompson said First Friday was awesome. Ms. Hosler said Scott Brown, Dave Ogino and Lisa Brown did a great job. It was noted that around 4,500 people came to town for the car show. 
MAYOR’S COMMENTS

Mayor Henry said on Thursday the 22nd from 10 a.m. to 1 p.m. the Annual Senior Expo will be held at the Fire Company.  He said we have 25 “Please Slow Down and Save a Life” signs. If you would like a sign you can contact the Mayor.  We will also have the “We Support our Police” signs available, fifty percent of their cost was funded through an anonymous donation and he funded the other 50%.  We are asking for a small donation which will be used to purchase more signs. The signs will be available at the Police & Public Safety Meeting which is held the first Wednesday of the month at 6 p.m. at the Police Station.  Signs will be available at the Borough Hall after the Police & Public Safety meeting is held. The Oxford Area Recreation Authority is sponsoring their first annual Haunted Trails on October 14th and 15th.  We would like to ask to use the Borough Hall for the October 2nd special meeting of the Rec. Authority. 
BOROUGH MANAGER’S COMMENTS  

Mr. Hoover said the bench was installed on 3rd Street and it is getting a lot of use. The balards have been put in on Third Street.  He reviewed about 25 applications for the Code Enforcement Administrative Assistant position and will be scheduling interviews. Mr. Tozzo inquired about the Codes software system.  Mr. Hoover said we do have it but it is antiquated. A representative from Freedom Systems was here and the system will be upgraded. 
JUNIOR COUNCIL PERSON COMMENTS
Ms. McCartney asked about the plans for Homecoming and First Friday which are both on the same day.  Chief Slauch said it will be taken care of and it will all work out. 
EXECUTIVE SESSION
